A number of factors have led to international tourism becoming one of the fastest-growing industries across the globe. In my opinion, the drawbacks of this phenomenon are far greater than the benefits in terms of social and environmental impacts on the lives of local residents and communities as a whole.

The dramatic increase in international tourist arrivals has boosted demand for associated goods and services, such as accommodation and restaurants, which in turn, leads to increased employment and revenues from tourism and its related industries. 
On the other hand, an obvious example of the negative effect of international tourism is environmental damage caused primarily by over-tourism. There has been massive destruction of local environments and communities in a large number of holiday resorts: pristine beaches swamped with garbage, and marine life – including coral reefs – threatened with extinction due to water pollution, thereby affecting the entire ecosystem. Another serious concern for local residents is over-crowding, which causes serious traffic congestion, especially during the high season. With thousands of tourists flocking to attractions, roads are packed with buses and other public service vehicles, which also leads to increased air and noise pollution. Additionally, over-tourism is likely to increase illegal or antisocial behaviour by some unscrupulous holidaymakers. Heritage sites or historical monuments have been wrecked or daubed with graffiti, while immoral behaviour, including public drunkenness or wearing inappropriate attire, have been displayed in public places
In conclusion, while the growth of global tourism has stimulated the economy, it has caused considerable damage to the environment and local communities. Therefore, I believe the negatives far exceed the positives. (281 words)
